We have had an exciting month at our school. A few weeks ago, we
experienced extensive water damage in the infant center, due to an
accidental fire sprinkler discharge in an apartment above the space. $23,0
of emergency repairs have been completed, and insurance companies just
approved an additional $82,000 in additional repairs to restore the space.
Kennedy Restoration is the company selected to complete the work, and
have been a joy to work with thus far.

We were excited to host the Harvest for
Healthy Kids workshop, open to not only our own teachers, but
early childhood educators in our community. We were able to
offer this training at no cost to participants, thanks to support
funds from the ELCA Creative Ministry Grant. We welcomed
thirty attendees to the two hour training in Pioneer Chapel

best experience shopping at

Born at Fontaines, near Dijon, he was educated by secula ,
canons. As a young man he was known for his charm, witf
learning and eloguence. At the age of twehiy, he joined
thirty-one companions and attached himself to the impove
ished monastery of Citeaux. Under his leadership, the cor.
munity flourished, and Bernard began a series efdaching
reforms, created the Cistercian Order.
